
                                                                                                                             
 

 

 
 

        
 

In recent years, many of these areas have been lost as rivers have been deepened, and the 

floodplains embanked, pre venting flooding from occurring. In many instances, this has led 

to increased flood risk downstream, as the flood storage role of the floodplain is lost. 

Consequently, flooding in some towns and cities can become an increased problem. 
 

            Importan t habitats for wildlife on floodplains include wet grassland, reedbed, fen and wet 

woodland. At The Grange, 13 hectares of floodplain wet grassland is being managed to 

benefit wildlife.  
 

            Important wildlife associated with wet grassland include  breeding waders such as lapwing, 

whilst barn owl often favour these areas for hunting, and a range of wildflowers and insects 

benefit from the wet conditions.
